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	Guidelines for masking and painting an

N scale SCT G class locomotive.


LEFT: Cut out the template from paper sheet.  The black area is the masking area required.
RIGHT: Template ready for use after cutting out.
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LEFT: Using painter’s masking tape, apply a strip longer than the template onto the cutting surface.

RIGHT: Place template onto tape with lower edges both level.  Secure template across upper corners.
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LEFT: Using a wide marker pen, draw directly onto and along the template edge and onto the masking tape.

RIGHT: Mark along both lower sides and up each end.
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LEFT: Remove the tape securing the template corners.  Move template away to reveal the cutting line guide.

RIGHT: Carefully cut along the edge of the marker pen line.
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BELOW: Carefully peel away the waste side of the masking tape from both lower sides and ends.
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BELOW:   Apply the mask to a pre-painted (White) loco shell.  Mask the two ends and anywhere red is NOT required.  It is not necessary to mask the roof as this will be painted black later so will cover any overspray.  Press tape down into depressed areas such as doors, panel lines and grills.  If the tape does not stick down fully into the 2 doors on each side to make a perfect seal then consider lifting the mask and cutting 2 small tapes the width of the door depression and applying these first then realign the main mask over the top.  Proceed to painting.
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
