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Prototype

The 20’ J W Removals containers are a common site on many Australian trains and are often seen as a single unit.  The container is a standard height type.
Model

This kit uses a 20’ Deluxe Innovations standard height container.
Paint the container a medium - dark blue colour.  Royal blue with white added to lighten slightly is suggested.  Allow the paint to fully dry overnight.

The decals must be applied to a gloss surface for best adhesion.  If the paint used was not gloss then a separate 1-2 coats of gloss must be applied before applying the decals.
Cut around the decal with sharp scissors and be careful not to scratch the decal. With a small brush apply water to the area where the decal will be applied and then place the prepared decal above or to the side of this area. Apply several more drops of water to the edge of the decal allowing the water to soak completely into the backing paper.  After 20-30 seconds the decal should slide off the paper using a small soft brush dipped in water.  Use the image above to help locate signage and numbers into the correct position.  Allow the decal to dry and then apply a decal softening solution to make the decal fully conform into the container ribs.   This may need repeating several times allowing to dry fully between applications.  A dull coat MUST be applied to protect the decal from handling and to enhance a realistic look.
