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CREATING THE SOUTH AUSTRALIAN RAILWAYS IN N SCALE
TRIFLEET DIESEL
TANK CONTAINER
PARTS INCLUDED MAKE TWO (2) COMPLETE TANKS

Prototype
These tank containers are used on Pacific National NR locomotives to give an increased fuel range and are coupled directly to the locomotives fuel supply.  The Trifleet tankers are also used for other purposes all over the world.
Model
The model uses an American Limited Models  tank kit and is not an exact match to the Australian prototype.  It does however make a very good representation with the Trifleet decal added and the frame painted the correct colour.  Decals included are of 2 different styles.  The EIP panel is the only difference and is accurate of the prototypes in use.
Assembly

Use MEK glue for entire model.  Cut end frames from the sprue carefully, leaving pins on the bottom corners.  Test fit the 8 sided ends to the frames making sure they fit flush and even on the back side.  Ensure the drain is on the bottom of the ladder end.  The end frames on the prototype are RED OXIDE in colour.  Consider pre-painting these now, otherwise it is more difficult after model is assembled and requires a fine paint brush and very steady hand.  The model will still look nice even unpainted.  Glue the end panels into frames.  Remove any moulding flash from the tank and glue one end assembly to it fitting the tank around the locating pins.  Glue the other end to the tank aligning the assembly by sitting it upside down squarely on a flat surface.  Now apply the decals to the correct positions.  Study the larger view of the decals (over page) to assist identifying the correct items.  The NON ladder end tank number must be located near the top but approx 3mm below the frame.  Paint the walkway silver or leave unpainted (grey).  Now install the walkway, fitting the tabs on the ladder end frame to the slots in one end of the walkway.  Glue the 4 small gussets under the tank as shown below.  Apply 2-3 light coats of Dull Coating to protect the decals and enhance appearance.  For extra realism consider making a cradle frame for the tanker to sit on like the prototype uses.  The cradle could be made from styrene shapes and painted blue.  Observe picture (over page) for a guide to make a cradle.
